From the 
materials of today to the latest and future applications 
of conductive and light emitting polymers, the 
audience were taken on a journey into the future 
where there are no light bulbs or barcodes. RF tags 
debit your account and tell your fridge what you 
bought so that it can come up with recipes. Advanced 
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notice of the Christmas present list included the roll up 
screen TV. By the end of the lecture everyone 
agreed that òPlastic is Fantasticó and throughout 
the remainder of the evening, over a glass or two 
of wine, the talking continued about plastics 
exactly as Averil had challenged. Whilst some 
were still considering how to make their first 
million, others had moved on to spending it and 
wanted to know where they could buy a talking 
fridge and a roll up TV. The Masterõs promise of 
an entertaining and absorbing evening had been 
delivered by Averil MacDonald, Professor of 
Science Communication at Reading University. 
Our evening at the Royal Institution had only been 
possible due to the generous bequest of Ralph 
Anderson which was also funding the

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1310 FLIGHT,  
CAMP BASTION, AFGHANISTAN 
1310 Flight is the operational flight that was created 
for the Chinook force during Operation Herrick, 
Afghanistan.  It is manned 365 days a year by the 
Chinook crews and engineers from 18 Sqn, 27 Sqn and 
ExcEs, RAF Odiham, with each of the 5 operational 
flights at RAF Odiham spending 2 months away every 8 
months.  Rather uniquely, due to Squadron disposition, 
the mantle of 1310 Flight is held by 27 Sqn for 4 
months concurrently each year when 27 Sqn, C Flight 
handover to 27 Sqn, A Flight.  This happened over the 
recent Christmas period and the following is an 
account by a crew from A Flight whilst on duty as the 
Immediate Response Team (IRT). 
It is 06:30 and Crew 6 are walking in the freezing cold 
to take over IRT.  We pick up our kit and walk out to 
the aircraft to meet the off going crew.  The 
changeover is the most vulnerable point for our 
reaction time and, in a job where minutes really do 
count, we are very deliberate about the handover.  
After a quick inspection of the aircraft we return to the 
IRT tent, about 200m from the aircraft, and await a 
callout.  It is rare for 24 hours to pass without the 
phone ringing. 
Our job is to get airborne as quickly as possible and 
transport the Medical Emergency Response Team 
(MERT) from Camp Bastion to the casualty location and 
then fly them to the requisite hospital site.  To describe 
the MERT as incredible does not do them justice.  The 
back of the Chinook is transformed into a mobile 
trauma unit with the ability to stabilise any casualty 
and the expertise of the MERT is earning them world 
wide recognition.  They are supported in the back of 
the aircraft with a 12 man Force Protection (FP) team 
who protect the medics whilst they are bringing the 
casualty onboard.  The FP also help the medics with 
the casualties once we have lifted from the site and are 
an integral part of the medical team. 
We were watching highlights of the Ashes triumph

knowing that the same message is being passed to the 
MERT, the FP, the UK Apache escort and our engineers 
such that, as we arrive at the back of our aircraft the 
engineers have already switched the battery on and 
are taking up position for the start.  As the aircraft is 
started the crewman receives the full details of the 
emergency over the radio.  We also check-in with our 
Apache escort and make sure they are ready to lift 
alongside.  Since most of the injuries for which we are 
called upon happen whilst troops are under contact, 
the Apache is there to provide support to the ground 
troops, control the airspace around the situation and 
to clear us in and out from the pick up.  However, the 

focus for everyone is getting the casualty into the 
hands of the MERT as fast as possible. 
We launched at 10:13 with the Apache to go to a site 
in Sangin Valley.  Troops had come under contact with 
enemy forces and the fight was ongoing.  It will take 15 
minutes to get to the site in which time the medics 
receive a more detailed description of their casualty 
and prepare the cabin accordingly.  The Apache flies 
directly to the overhead of the site and informs us that 
the contact is still ongoing and to hold 2 minutes to the 
East over the desert and await clearance.  We can hear 
that an American A10 is also in the overhead and the 
Apache quickly takes charge of the airspace to co-
ordinate a safe route in for us.  The Apache is given 
information from a ground controller as to the 
locations of the enemy and where incoming fire has 
been coming from.  The message passed to us is

the MERT and FP in the back to keep away from the 
windows and get their heads down.  The crewman 
switches from the starboard mini-gun to the port to 
provide us with the best protection.  As we get closer 
to the green of the valley we can make out buildings 
and we can clearly see our Apache overhead the area; 
a reassuring sight.  At 60 seconds from the site the 
ground troops throw a smoke grenade on to the field 
to designate the landing area.  The valley begins to 
open up further and we can see the smoke 600m away 
just to the right of our nose.  At 30 seconds to go the 
Apache reports that the enemy forces are attacking the 
ground troops with small arms and Rocket Propelled 
Grenades (RPG).  At 20 seconds to run the Apache fires 
a volley of warning shots 100m to our left from their 
30mm canon.  The fall of the rounds is easily 
distinguishable as they hit the dusty ground to our left.  
We bank hard to our right and slow the aircraft down 
to make the approach to the site.  As we pass through 
40 feet the dust cloud behind us begins to build and 
the crewman talks the aircraft to the ground whilst the 
pilot attempts to maintain sight of the ground in the 
latter stages.  As soon as we land the ramp goes down 
and the FP are out to take up defensive positions 
around the back of the aircraft.  The medics are out 
next and are met by the unit medic to receive a 
handover and to assess the casualty themselves.  The 
A10 is requesting to be cleared in for a strafing run 
against an enemy position 500m to our West but the 
Apache tells him to hold whilst we are on the ground.  
The MERT run back to the aircraft with the casualty 
and quickly go about stabilising the wounded soldier.  
At the same time the FP withdraw back into the ramp 
of the aircraft with their troop leader getting on last 
and giving the crewman the thumbs-up.  The ramp 
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comes up and we depart to the East at 50 feet with 
one of our crewman manning the ramp gun. We were 
on the ground for 90 seconds. 
It took 15 minutes to recover the casualty to the 
hospital at Camp Bastion in which time the medics had 
completed a full assessment which was passed over 
the radio to the hospital so that the ambulances and 
theatres were prepared for the incoming casualty.  We 
land at the hospital landing site to be met by an 
ambulance into which the casualty was quickly 
transferred and we return our aircraft back to its 
parking spot and shut down.  We meet up with the 
MERT and FP on the ramp and debrief the sortie 
before heading back to the tent to await the next 
phone call. 
IRT is about one thing; getting the MERT to the 
casualty as soon as possible.  Every single person 
involved in this chain understands this simple premise 
and does everything they can to achieve the aim.  One 
of the greatest privileges we experience as Chinook 
crews is being part of this chain in which everyone 
does their duty to the very best of their abilities in 
order to support the troops on the ground when they 
need it most.

ASSOCIATE HORNERS 

Three years ago the Court agreed to introduce on a 
trial basis a new category of membership - Associate 
Horner - in order to encourage younger members to 
join the Company.  The Court has now formalised this 
and will be seeking to seek to increase the number of 
Associates. 
The aim is to attract people between the ages of 21 
and 35 who are interested in becoming Horners but 
who are not at a stage in their careers where they are 
able to accept the full financial burdens of 
membership. 
An Associate Horner will not be asked to pay a fine at 
the time of appointment and will be encouraged to 

attend Company events.  He or she will be asked to pay 
a reduced rate of quarterage, currently fixed at £65 a 
year, and will be granted a discount on attendance at 
Company events.  Currently this concession is fixed at 
one half of the full rate for two social events in each of 
the three years following his or her appointment. 
He or she may remain an Associate Horner until 
reaching 35 (or for a period of 5 years if appointed 
after the age of 30) but may apply to become a 
Freeman of the Company at any time and it is expected 
that he or she will probably wish to apply after five 
years as an Associate,  If the application to become a 
Freeman is successful, the Associate will be admitted 
to the Freedom of the Company and, if he or she has 
been an Associate for at least three years, will normally 
have to pay a fine at half the rate that would otherwise 
be payable.  
It is hoped that this will encourage younger people to 
join the Company.  If any Horner has sons or daughters 
between the ages of 21 and 35 (or knows of younger 
colleagues who might be interested in becoming 
Horners) this would be an appropriate way of getting 
them involved.  Further details and an application form 
can be obtained from the Clerk. 
If of course Horners have sons or daughters between 
the ages of 16 and 21, they might consider introducing 
them as Apprentices which would be even more 
advantageous.

HORNERS GO TO BOURNEMOUTH 
On Tuesday 5th April a party of Horners and their 
guests travelled to the South Coast to visit the 
Museum of Design in Plastics (MoDiP) Arts University 
Bournemouth and Russell -Cotes Museum.  
It appears the habit of using a cheaper material to 
mimic something rarer and more expensive started not 
with plastics, but with horn.   
Jet became very popular in 1861 with the death of 
Prince Albert when the whole nation mourned and the 
Queen retired almost completely to Osborne House, 
on the Isle of Wight. Buffalo horn is naturally dark, but 
silver nitrate applied to horn and then exposed to the 
sun makes perfect low cost mourning jewellery which 
can either be carved or compression moulded. Horn 
also takes other dyes well and can also be used to 
imitate tortoiseshell and ivory.  
All sorts of interesting facts and historical detail came 
to light with the first public displŀȅ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ IƻǊƴŜǊǎΩ 
collection of horn artefacts and tools now held in the 
Museum of Design in Plastics at the Arts University, 
Bournemouth. The collection can now be viewed 
ƻƴƭƛƴŜ ŀƴŘΣ ǘƘŀƴƪǎ ǘƻ ŀ ƎǊŀƴǘ ŦǊƻƳ ǘƘŜ aǳǎŜǳƳǎΩ 
Association, other specialist museums will be sought 
out with a view to lending suitable items to illustrate 
the contribution horn has made to their specialist 
subject.  
Buttons use the same finishing techniques as brooches 
but are mostly made from hoof, which is cheaper and 
softer. Once opened out and flattened, the raw 
material is cut into round blanks, with the tips of horn 
made into toggles.  
Spectacles with horn rims date back as far the mid 14th 
Century but the arch over the nose was a refinement 
not introduced until later in the 15th Century, and the 
arms over the ears even later; until then they either 
pinched the nose or had to be held. The lenses were

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held in place using the same technique as for making 
water tight bases in beakers: A groove was made in the 
heated horn, the lens or base slid in and then the horn 
would contract as it cooled. 
The natural properties of horn made it ideal for so 
many purposes, as well as it being a good use of a 
waste product which was readily sourced and 
inexpensive. Being non flammable, anti static, light to 
carry and, unlike most natural materials, non 
hygroscopic,  kept your powder dry,  and safely! Very 
useful in mines and wars! The lack of a static build up 
also made it ideal for combs which are believed to be 
kinder to the hair as horn is keratin, like hair, and 
distributes the natural oils better.  
Ships lanterns made with translucent horn panels, 
instead of glass, were not only cheaper but more 
durable as they resisted shattering when hit by spray. 
The Romans are known to have used horn lantern 
panes and from 1404 to the advent of gas lamps, it was 
illegal to walk the streets of London without carrying a 
light. Shepherds used horn leaved lanterns right up 
until the 1930s and a 1950s buffalo horn whistle was 
on display in the Agricultural section. 
After a delicious and most welcome lunch in the beach 
ŎŀŦŞΣ ǿŜ ŀƭƭ ŘŜǇŀǊǘŜŘ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ {ƻǳǘƘ /ƻŀǎǘΩǎ ŀƴǎǿŜǊ ǘƻ 
the V&A, but the taste of one family. Magnificent 
views across to the Isle of Wight and along to Portland 
Bill were framed by windows designed to make best 
use of the views and keep an eye on the servants in the 
Royal Bath Hotel, which they also owned, and was run 
by the family until the 1960s.  
Each room has its own theme, radiating off a large 
inner atrium, with items collected from their travels all 
over the world. They even had some horn among their 
collection which was of great interest. The art 
collection is very much of the high Victorian style 
ranging from massive biblical themes through the Pre-
Raphaelites to fine examples of landscapes and farm 
animals, especially cows, many of them with horns!
